to attend the next scheduled, supervised test on October 17, 2009 from
9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. The test will be held at the Huntsville Madison

County Public Library Main Branch, 915 Monroe St., Huntsville, AL, on

the first floor Auditorium.

The Mensa admission tests takes two hours to complete and are com-
posed of two tests featuring questions involving logic and deductive
reasoning. If you score at or above the 98th percentile on either of the
two tests, you'll qualify and be invited to join Mensa.

Please note that American Mensa cannot test individuals younger than
14 years of age. Also, if English isn't your primary language, American
Mensa offers a battery of culture fair, non-language tests. The culture
fair battery is available by appointment only.

Further, please note that individuals can only take a test or test battery
once.

Registration and testing will take approximately 2 hours. Walk-ins will
be accepted, but in order to reserve a spot, please send a check for the
amount of $40 made out to American MENSA to cover the cost of the
test.
